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In the past year since hiring a women’s administrator we have had success in 

the women’s house. As we have reported to you some of the clients cases to 

show you the missions work.  Two of our past clients received cars to help 

them continue on their way to success and we wish to continue this special 

program for the women, who graduate from our program.  We currently have 

a first time mother-to-be, staying at the mission.  It has been a rough road for 

both her and the mission. This last week alone she was rushed to the hospital 

twice (late at night) for medical concerns. Just recently a mother with a ten-

month old baby girl came in to the mission, who is prone to having seizures, 

as well as a another mother with a four year old girl, who is some what emo-

tional after being evicted from where she was living.  Agencies from all over 

the county and some surrounding counties are calling for space for women 

and children.  The mission finds that it is the least available help and really 

can’t tell you why other than to state some of the problems the mission has.  

Women and children usually need more help, which requires more attention.  

Another of course, is funding, we just don’t have the funding to hire a female 
night overseer to monitor the women’s house, an administrative assistant, a 

counselor or a driver to run the mission at its best potential.  Other shelters are 

in the same predicament. Understand that there is a program involved and the 

women need an income to support themselves. Maybe our format is wrong, 

we are not sure. We have also been unable to find 

someone who feels led to help us with volunteers which 

can be time consuming and take us away from our 

regular duties. These are probably called positions and 

the Lord will fill them in His time. If you feel led to do 

something in women’s ministry, we urge you to call 

Tracey or myself to help us help them. Man makes the 

plans but God orders the footsteps. Amen. 527-6500
